Health Care Reform ð
Affordable Care Act of 2010 (enacted 

March 23, 2010), created:

}Community First Choice Option, Social 
Security Act §1915(k): 

ƁNew home and community - based attendant 
services and supports opportunities

ƁExpanded federal funding to 56%

Regulations Released by CMS 

ƁFinal Regulations ðRelease date to be determined

}CMSõ Approval to Submit State Plan 
Amendment (SPA) Prior to Final Regulations

ƁCaliforniaõs CFCO program will be based on 
federal statute



Key Requirement of §1915(k), and why we 
are all here today

}For a SPA to be approved, the State shall:

ƁEstablish a Development and Implementation 
Council for CFCO that includes a majority of 
members with disabilities, elderly individuals, and 
their representatives

ƁConsult and collaborate with the Council 



Aggressive Timeline to Achieve Savings

}Phase One SPA:

ƁTo include the Personal Care Services Program 
(PCSP) and the IHSS Plus Option (IPO) Program

}Submit by December 1, 2011
